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The peculiarities of state support for agricultural producers in the EU and Ukraine
are characterized. The priority directions of state support for agricultural production in
Ukraine are determined. Comparison of Ukrainian and world monetary policy in the field
of agriculture is carried out. The efficiency of agricultural sector activity in the context of
the state gross domestic product growth is characterized. The disparity in prices for
agricultural products and machinery and materials involved for its production is analyzed.
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the EU is made. A priority directions of reforming mechanisms of state financial support
for agricultural producers are suggested.
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Setting the problem. Along with other countries with transition economies, Ukraine
faced the challenge of adapting the agricultural sector to the new economic conditions. In
1980-s state agrarian policy consisted in the support for whole agriculture sphere, both
producers and consumers were subsidized. The transition from a planned to a market
economy, as well as changing the forms of management have led to significant changes in
agricultural policy: the state significantly reduced support for the agricultural sector and
protection of domestic agricultural market. At the same time failures in the strategy and
tactics implementation of agrarian reform led to a series of negative effects in the
agricultural sector, including the emergence of structural imbalances in the export of
agricultural products towards raw materials, law quality of domestic agricultural products
comparatively to international quality standards, reduction of production profitability, jobs
loss. The functioning of other sectors of the economy, food security, financial provision of
the internal and external markets needs, increasing prosperity of the population largely
depends on successful solution of agriculture economic and social development problems
as a priority sector of the economy, and sustainable its development.
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Analysis of recent researches and publications. Such outstanding economists as
M. Demyanenko, S. Kvasha, G. Kaletnik, Y. Lopatinsky, V. Mesel-Veselyak, P. Sabluk, A.
Shpykulyak and others devoted many scientific works to the problems of state support
mechanisms for agricultural producers. However, despite the high level of theoretical and
methodological researches a number of issues related to improving the performance of state
support of agricultural producers considering the experience of leading countries remains
unresolved.

The objective is to evaluate the efficiency of existing mechanisms of state support
for agricultural production, to analyze the current state of agricultural production and
identify the reform directions of agricultural policy for the sustainable development of
agriculture.

The main results of the study. Today in Ukraine the following mechanisms of state
support of agricultural producers and agricultural markets are used: regulation of pricing
policy; foreign trade regulations; measures aimed to reduce producers costs, indirect
support (Fig. 1).

The State Budget of Ukraine suggests 1 billion 488 million. grn. as the amount of
envisaged expenditures for supporting agrarian and industrial complex in 2016, what is 52%
less than in 2015 (2015 — 3 billion 92 million grn.) [7].

It is necessary to mention that the financing of the budget program “State support of
the livestock industry” in 2016 will reach 50 mIn grn. In 2015 the program was not funded
at all, despite of the fact that the level of meat production and consumption is one of the
main indicators of food security in the nation. Due to the lack of financing and challenging
socio-economic situation in 2015, the livestock industry has experienced a significant
downturn. In 2015 meat consumption in Ukraine decreased by 4% compared to 2014 and
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amounted to 50 kg per 1 person. In the industrialized countries the amount of meat
consumption is as follows: United States — 114 kg / person, Canada — 101 kg / person,
Germany — 91 kg / person, France — 86 kg / person. During 2015 Ukraine experienced the
reduction in the number of animals and poultry, especially in households. Livestock
breeding in Ukraine in 2015 decreased by 6% compared to 2014 — to 4,28 mln, the number
of cows decreased by 5,7% — to 2,25 mln, poultry — by 5,6% — to 231 mln, pigs — by 2% —
to 7,72 min [2].

At the same time the State Budget of Ukraine for 2016 does not suggest funding for
such budget programs as: “Increasing the authorized capital of NAC “Ukragroleasing™” for
the purchase of technical equipment for agriculture with subsequent transfer them under
financial leasing” (2015 — 54 mln grn.); “Land reform adoption” (2015 -
44,8 million grn.) [7]. It is necessary to note that on January 1, 2017 the moratorium on
agricultural land sales is coming to its end and, in the case of absence of the legislatively
regulated conditions and restrictions on the buying and sale of land, Ukraine may lose most
important public wealth.

Changes in tax legislation will also have negative financial consequences for
farmers. In 2016 (until January 1, 2017) simplified taxation system for farmers still will be
applied. At the same time, the land tax rates on 1 hectare were increased as follows (as a
percentage of the tax base): for arable land, hayfields and pastures to 0,81 (previous rate
was 0,45); in mountainous areas and in woodlands areas to 0,49 (previous rate — 0,27); for
arable land, hayfields and pastures used for raising crop in greenhouses to 5,4 (previous
rate — 3) [6].

Also in 2016, according to the amendments to the Tax Code [5], transitional
conditions for agricultural producers that use special tax regime of VAT payment are
provided. This tax is reformatted as follows: the total amount of VAT will be distributed
proportionally — one part will be accumulated on special accounts of agricultural producers,
and the other will be transferred to the State Budget of Ukraine. Proportionality will depend
on the type of products (Table. 1) [6]. As a result of innovations in taxation big agriholdings
won't suffer from substantial financial losses, but small and medium-sized farmers will
encounter in significant difficulties. The new regime for VAT will cause significant loss of
about 8 million grn. for every 1,000 hectare of land. This in its turn will cause the reduction
of use of fertilizers and plant protection means as well as cheaper and hence lower quality
planting material.

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Today, under conditions of limited financial resources of agricultural enterprises,
low investment attractiveness of the industry, a significant decline in production,
depreciation, credit provision is the real source of the agricultural production material base
formation. However, deregulation of the industry, the lack of assets which may be used as
a security toward the loan, and as a result, a high probability of loan default and imperfection
of legislative mechanisms made agricultural sector unattractive for investments, and
providing the loans for agricultural producers — a too risky business.

Taking into account the fact that agriculture is a risky and difficult to predict field of
production, interest rates for it are generally higher than interest rates for other industries
and for the past 10 years averaged to 20,5% per year [8]. In the nearest future access to
credit resources for local farmers will also be limited, especially in view of the financial
conditions of the banking system of our country. According to various estimates, the share
of bank lending capital to farmers in Ukraine is less than 20%, but in the highly developed
countries this indicator is 70%. The rate on loans for agriculture at the beginning of 2016
was 19,8%, exceeding the average interest rate on loans (16,4%). Under the plan of the
State Budget for 2016 “Financial support of measures in agriculture through cheaper loans”
according to the general fund in 2016 doesn’t differ from that of 2015 and is 300 mlIn grn.
At the same time average interest rates in the EU do not exceed 4-5% [7].

The study of foreign experience shows that crediting the agricultural sector in
developed countries make significant amount. Among the countries with the highest
proportion of loan funds in agriculture are United Kingdom and Germany — 50%; France
accounts for more than 40%, Italy and Belgium — 30% [11]. Credit system is formed
according to the character of existing credit relations in the country and the relevant forms
of credit.

Gaps in mechanisms of state support of agriculture have led to imbalance of the
industry. In the period from the beginning of reformation and changes in agricultural policy,
a continuous drop in agricultural production is taking place. The share of agriculture in
Ukraine’s GDP decreased from 24,4% in 1990 to critical low percentage — 7,4% in 2010.
Since 2011 there have been gradual improvement of activities in agriculture and increasing
the share of agriculture in the GDP of the state. In 2015, the share of agriculture in the GDP
of Ukraine was the highest in the last 10 years — 10,43% (Fig. 2). According to this index,
our country ranks third in Europe. The first place is taken by Albania (the share of
agriculture in GDP is 21,83%; agriculture is oriented mainly on the domestic market, the
main crops are corn, wheat, tobacco and cotton); the second place is taken by Moldova (the
share of agriculture in GDP is 13,8%, agriculture is a basic part of the national economy
and, together with the processing industry, agriculture generates almost half of exports). In
general, despite the decline in production in many areas of crop and livestock production,
agriculture is a stabilizer of Ukraine’s economy in difficult crisis years. In total during the
period from 2007 to 2015 the volume of agricultural production in Ukraine grew by 44,%,
and GDP decreased by 19,6% [2].

Ineffective implementation of agricultural policy in the regulation of foreign trade
has led to the reorientation of agroindustrial production to the export of raw materials.
According to the State Statistics Service of Ukraine, in 2015 agriculture provided 37% of
total domestic exports. Exports of agricultural products in 2015 amounted to 14,8 billion
dollars, which was 12,9% less than in 2014, when domestic agricultural producers exported
to the world markets products accounting for 17 billion dollars. Geography of Ukrainian
agricultural exports in 2015, was distributed as follows: Asia — 45,3% (6,7 billion dollars);
EU - 28,4% (4,2 billion dollars); Africa— 13,5% (2 billion dollars); CIS - 10,2% (1,5 billion
dollars); other countries — 2,6% (0,4 billion dollars) [2]. The key positions of national
exports in 2015 were cereals, oilseeds, vegetable oils and food industry products, total
export value of which share was about 90% of the agricultural products exports.

The high rate of agricultural exports can not be considered as a positive factor, since
among the positions of exports of raw materials, not final products are dominant. Loss of added
value due to the export of raw materials is a negative phenomenon, taking into the consideration
the high external debt of Ukraine and low employment, especially in rural areas. It should be
noted that one job in the village provides 7—8 jobs in the city.

The inefficiency of state price policy has led to the increasing of disparity in prices
for agricultural products. Price rise for equipment and resources that are used in agricultural
production is significantly outstripping the growth in prices for agricultural products.
Therefore, for the purchase of equipment, fuel or means of protection agricultural producers
in 2015 needed to sell 7 times more wheat than in 1990 (Table. 2) [2]. The cost production
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index of agricultural products was 179.7% during 2013-2015 and was formed primarily by
increasing the cost of material resources, spare parts for automobiles and agricultural
machines, the devaluation of the national currency in 2,9 times. However, between
December 2012 and February 2016 a trend for price reductions on the global food market
was observed particularly for wheat — by 50,1% , maize — by 48,3%.

One of the objectives of the foreign policy of Ukraine was joining the World Trade
Organization. However, entering the organization suggests a number of requirements. One
of them is a gradual limitation of domestic support of agriculture. At the same time, in 2015
compared to 2008 the volume of state support in the EU increased in 21 countries out of 27
[12]. Particulaly, in Poland, Romania, Lithuania, Slovakia, the total amount of subsidies
increased by more than 50% to an average of 430 euros/ha. These subsidies does not only
allow to get more income for producers, but also to make them more competitive in foreign
markets. Producer Support Estimate that is carried out by the Organisation for Economic
Co-operation and Development indicates a low total volume of state support of agriculture
in Ukraine compared to other countries. For example, in the EU 21% of the gross
agricultural production is compensated by the state through various programs of state
support, in Turkey — 23%, in Russia - 12%, in Canada — 11%, in the USA — 7%, while in
Ukraine only 1-1,5 % [11].

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Globalization process and strengthening and aggravation of the world food
production security problems require further sustainable development of the domestic
agricultural sector and its integration into the global food system. Ukraine, unlike the US,
Canada and EU countries uses only one third part of its powerful natural resource potential.

Thus, the analysis of agricultural producers state support instruments and their
access to external financing sources demonstrates the need to revise the conceptual bases
of state regulation of agricultural production and enhance the position of the state. The need
to strengthen state regulation of economic relations and to improve the mechanisms of state
support of agriculture is conditioned by importance of agricultural production in the
economy of our country.

Ukraine is one of the states which has supported international initiatives for the
environmental protection and chosen the concept of sustainable development as the
foundation for its development. The conclusions of the UN conference in Rio de Janeiro
(1992) defined sustainable development as the achievement of equilibrium in the system
“nature — economy — society”. Thus, the main aspect of sustainable agriculture is food
security of population while preserving and restoring the environment [1].

A strong research base is the foundation for investment in the production of food
and industrial crops. Food security, improvement of quality of the environment and
economic development will become the result of high technologies introduction in
agriculture. Agriculture should be identified as a priority area for research investment. The
educational mission of universities related to agricultural research should also be expanded
in order to cover both theoretical and applied research.

Conclusions. Thus, systemic and comprehensive solution of problems of agrarian
reform in Ukraine, balanced state policy of rural development, improvement of the support
mechanism for agricultural producers, forming financial and credit relations will raise
efficiency and sustainable agricultural development.

The primary measures for improving the mechanisms of agriculture state support in
Ukraine should be: transparent and substantial system of subsidies for agricultural
production (per unit of area and / or unit of production); regulation of credit and investment
policies in the agricultural sector; stimulating the construction of livestock raising facilities;
setting fair prices for agricultural products; completion of the land reform; a gradual shift
of agriculture funding toward increasing state funds for the development of agricultural
infrastructure; ecological orientation of agrarian policy and sustainable land use; increased
funding for scientific research in energy efficiency, breeding, professional development of
agricultural producers; stimulating the formation of the closed cycle of agricultural products
production and processing that would allow to obtain added value at all stages of
agroindustrial chain and to export final products with higher level of processing.
