The essence of foreign exchange operations in Ukraine is investigated. Revealed, new changes and tendencies in foreign exchange operations accord-
ing to the new Law of Ukraine in this direction. The analysis of currency operations carried out by commercial banks in accordance with the NBU license.
The essence of foreign exchange operations in the international market is shown. It is proved that the execution of all banking transactions involving foreign
currency requires special skills, and it is not by accident that Western businessmen call foreign exchange operations, or not science, but the art that every
bank that wants to succeed in international business should own it all is more relevant in the modern market of Ukraine, since the deep structural restructur-
ing of foreign economic activity of our country requires appropriate changes in the work of banks in all the diversity of their external and internal ties. In con-
clusion, it should be noted that the implementation of all banking operations related to foreign currency requires special skills, and it is not by accident that
Western businessmen call foreign exchange operations, or not science, but the art that should be owned by every bank wishing to succeed in international
business. This is even more actuality in the modern Ukrainian market, as a deep structural restructuring of foreign economic activity of our country requires
appropriate changes in the work of banks in all the diversity of their external and internal ties. The formation of the currency market in Ukraine has its own
specific character, which is to preserve the still very high degree of its centralization. This is due to the limited volume of currency resources in the country
as a whole and, in particular, from authorized banks with insufficiently established contacts of honey by authorized banks, due to the fact that the system of
credit relations in the centralized economy was based on a vertical principle. However, there are reasons to believe that in the long run, the foreign exchange
market of Ukraine will develop in line with the basic laws that are in international practice. In the meantime, it should be borne in mind that at the initial stage
of development any national currency market will be regulated. The volume of foreign exchange operations of authorized banks depends on the size (limit)
of funds on their accounts in foreign currency.

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CURRENCY OPERATIONS OF COMMERCIAL BANKS

The modern currency market is a complex and dynamic economic system that functions within the entire
world economy. The foreign exchange market continuously developed, complicated and adapted to new condi-
tions, went from local trading centers to foreign currency bills in a truly unique, genuine international market,
whose economic role is difficult to overestimate.

Together with the development and improvement of the foreign exchange market, currency transac-
tions were improved and improved, new types appeared, and the technique of conducting them improved.
This development can be traced on the following features: until the emergence of commercial banks currency
operations in the country was engaged only one bank — Vnesheconombank of the USSR.

Banking activities in the field of transactions in foreign currency inevitably tends to establish the same range
of prices for a specific currency in all world financial centers. If at one point the market rate in one financial cen-
ter is too deviating from the average, the equilibrium is restored with the help of arbitration, which is a process
of obtaining benefits from differences in prices in different places. Thus, the currency business acts as a very
important regulator in the monetary system.

With the rapid development of the banking system in Ukraine and the emergence of new banks that have
received licenses for foreign exchange operations, there is a need for further development of foreign economic
activity of our country. Many commercial banks, having received a license for foreign exchange operations,
faced difficulties in their conduct.

In connection with this, there is a need to study and use the experience of foreign banks in foreign exchange
markets and the mechanism of currency transactions on it.

The specificity of banking is that the bank’s customer relationship with clients is based on mutual inter-
est — the most effective combination of their interests in the growth of income. It should be borne in mind that
your goals can only be realized by meeting the needs of its clients. Therefore, it is extremely important for the
bank to optimize the structuring of these interests and their activities both in the temporary aspect and in the
services provided in the spheres of active and passive operations.

In conclusion, it should be noted that the implementation of all banking operations related to foreign currency
requires special skills, and it is not by accident that Western businessmen call foreign exchange operations, or
not science, but the art that should be owned by every bank wishing to succeed in international business.

This is even more actuality in the modern Ukrainian market, as a deep structural restructuring of foreign
economic activity of our country requires appropriate changes in the work of banks in all the diversity of their
external and internal ties.

The formation of the currency market in Ukraine has its own specific character, which is to preserve the still very
high degree of its centralization. This is due to the limited volume of currency resources in the country as a whole
and, in particular, from authorized banks with insufficiently established contacts of honey by authorized banks, due
to the fact that the system of credit relations in the centralized economy was based on a vertical principle.

The implementation of the proposed measures will not only save the client base, but also significantly
expand it, increase the volume of borrowed funds, improve the structure of the deposit portfolio in terms of its
value and liquidity, and reach a new level of quality servicing of currency services in Ukraine.
