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UKRAINIAN INTEGRATION INTO EU LABOUR MARKET

In the past two decades States of the European Union has become a center of global migration.
It is the result of European labor resources feeding policies at the expense of foreign cheap labor.
This situation, when from «peripheral countries» people migrate to the «center of the country,»
S. Benhabib called «upside-down globalization» [1].

The unfavorable demographic situation in almost all countries of the European Union and the
labor shortages, that are important factor for the future economic prosperity of these countries,
have made a major source of immigration to the European labor market. But this economic
potential can be smoothly implemented only if the immigrants from other countries will be more
successful integrate into the host society [2]. This policy is based on the following provisions:

— integration is a dynamic, two-way process;

— integration implies respect on the part of immigrants to the European Union’s values;

—employment in the labor market is an important component of the integration process. It
plays a crucial role for the participation of immigrants in society and make their contribution into
the development and prosperity of the host society;

— basic knowledge of the language, history and government of the host society is a prerequisite
for integration. Immigrants can successfully integrate if they are able to acquire these basic skills;

— in education sphere, special attention should be paid to training of immigrants and especially
their children, all that you need for a more active and successful participation in society;

—a fundamental prerequisite for the effective integration of immigrants is to provide them
with access rights to all institutions, to public and private goods and services on an equal basis
with European Union citizens;

— integration is an important mechanism for greater interaction between immigrants and
citizens of the European Union. This may occur in the common forums, intercultural dialogue,
through the dissemination of knowledge about immigrants and their culture, as well as due to the
favorable conditions of life in cities;

— European Charter on Human Rights guarantees respect for cultural diversity and the right to
freedom of religion, unless this is in conflict with other inviolable European rights or laws of any
State;

— integration contributes to the participation of immigrants in the democratic process and in
formulating integration policy measures, particularly at the local, municipal level,
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
