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PRAGMALINGUISTIC FUNCTIONS
OF EPIPHORIC LEXICAL-SYNTACTIC REPETITION

The article analyzes different types of epiphoric repetitions in newspaper texts. The functional parameters of the
lexical-syntactic repetition of the modern Ukrainian newspaper text are outlined. It is established that the function of
actualization is noticeably inferior to the amplifying and concretizing functions in all genre varieties. It was found that in
informational newspaper genres repetitions do not show special stylistic abilities and most often perform declarative and
actually representative functions, and artistic-journalistic and analytical genres are characterized by the implementation
of voluntaristic, therapeutic, accentuation, appellation and other pragmalinguistic.

A variety of types of repetitions has recently attracted the attention of many Ukrainian and foreign researchers. In
Ukrainian linguistics, the issue of the typology of the repetition is analyzed ambiguously. This is due to its ability to be
implemented at different language levels and to form stylistic figures. The most common type of repetition in modern Ukrainian
press is epiphoric. Epiphora in modern linguistics is defined as one of the types of lexical and syntactic repetition, and
rarer — lexical, which provides the structural organization of the text. Article purpose is to determine the functions of lexical-
syntactic epiphoric repetition on the material of modern newspaper texts. Achievement of the purpose demands the decision
of following problems: to identify the typical varieties of lexical and syntactic epiphora, to define its functions and to clarify
the role in the semantic and pragmatic load in newspaper texts. Research conclusions: epiphoric repetition, or epiphora,
is one of the important means of semantic coherence of a text in the language of the modern Ukrainian press. We observe
a tendency to use epiphoric repetitions with syntactic distribution, which increases the reader’s attention to a particular
problem. Epiphoric repetitions in newspaper texts perform mostly declarative, expressive and evaluative functions, through
which journalists influence the formation of opinions, behavior of readers, adjust their inner worldview.

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Formulation of the problem. Epiphora is the
subject of study of linguistics and literary criticism.
In the literary dictionary-reference book this type of
repetition is considered as an artistic means, «stylistic
figure, opposite to anaphora, repetition of identical
words, sound combinations, phrases at the end of verses,
stanzas in great poetic works (novel in verse), drama - in
prose or prose. It is used to express artistic speech. The
epiphora acquires special semantic value in combination
with the anaphora» (JliTeparypo3HaBumii CIIOBHUK-
nosigauK: 20006, c. 624). Repetition as a powerful means
of expressive syntax in newspaper texts performs various
pragmalinguistic functions. communicative-pragmatic
functions are divided into two groups: communication
and persuasion. The functions of the message include
actualization (reminder), actually representative
(message), expositional (grounds and arguments of
messages), corrective, reinforcing, affirmative, and so
on. The function of persuasion (reasoned influence on
the reader, attempts to change his mental state, encourage
him to agree with a certain position and share it) has the
following varieties: appellate (attracting the attention
of the recipient), voluntary (directive), expressive,
commission (promise), evaluation (Menkymosa: 2011,
c.203).

Research analysis. In linguistics, the epiphora
is defined as one of the types of lexical-syntactic
repetition (bexetoBa: 1998, c. 25; 3aBanbaiok: 2009,
c. 22), less often - lexical, which provides structural
coherence of texts (IBxoa: 2004, c. 286). Linguist
J. Zimmer also views the epiphora as a rhetorical
figure, the opposite of the anaphora in place in the
structure of expression, formed by «repeating a
word or phrase at the end of related sentences or
paragraphs» (Zimmer).

In general, the functions of the means of expressive
syntax are covered in detail in the dissertation of
T. Melkumova. The researcher emphasizes that even
the communicative functions through the successful
use of facts can influence the formation of views,
values, worldview stereotypes (Menkymosa: 2011,
c. 135). Researchers N. Prokopyeva and N. Holubeva
note that «the most important function of repetition
is the function of the means of communication, both
formal and semantic. Identical re-nomination of
the same denotation creates a semantic connection
between adjacent sentences and at the same time
serves as a means of ensuring the thematic unity of
the text» (Ilpoxonbesa: 2014, c. 47).

The purpose of the article is to determine the
functions of lexical-syntactic epiphoric repetition on
the material of modern newspaper texts.

Presentation of the main material of the study.
The functional load of repetition in the texts of
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Ukrainian newspapers is significantly influenced by
genre and style. If in texts of artistic or colloquial
style repetition mainly performs the function of
accentuation, then in journalistic texts — reinforcing
and concretization function. Some newspaper
genres (remembrance, confession) often raise moral
and ethical issues, and the means of expression of
statements in them are repetitions, which perform
mostly therapeutic function. Informative texts usually
contain repetitions, the functional purpose of which
is declarative or representative, ie the predominant
use to deepen the content of the message. The
voluntary function of repeating a newspaper text
has significantly lost its position in comparison with
previous years, because modern authors, even if they
influence the reader's consciousness, do so indirectly,
through argumentation. In general, the functional
diversity of repetitions in the texts of Ukrainian
newspapers of the second decade of the XXI century.
is outside the standard approaches, as often repetitive
units can perform several functions simultaneously,
vary the functional load depending on the purpose of
publication, content, aspect in the context of which
the problem is considered, the intentions of the
journalist, etc.

Theresults of our study show that the most common
pragmalinguistic ~ function of lexical-syntactic
repetition in the language of modern Ukrainian
newspapers is amplifying — 23% of the array of
repeating units, which certainly indicates the stylistic
significance of repetition — increasing the importance
of a token in the text by repeating sometimes for the
third time.

Such repetitions draw
the reader's attention to this feature, surpassing the
semantic content of even predicates. Repetition,
which performs the function of concretization, occurs
somewhat less frequently in the language of Ukrainian
newspapers (20%), although it is an effective factor
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in semantic and contextual content, because with
its help journalists clarify the information provided:

The function of concretization
is performed not by identical repetition of identical
tokens, but by repetition of phrases, adjective (verb)
adverbial inflections, contracted parts of complex
sentences, etc. for a long description, detailing
a certain concept.

6) the author
focuses on certain psychological features of the
perception of life realities in the minds of recipients,
encourages active empathy. Some iterations, which
perform an amplifying function and a concretization
function, also implement a secondary voluntary
function: bepeacimv mosy!

(influence on the reader) is performed by only 8% of
repetitions from the whole array of studied units. This
characterizes the Ukrainian newspaper discourse from
the standpoint of unobtrusive influence on the reader's
decision-making and development of his worldview.
The declarative function of repetition is realized in
the texts of domestic newspaper periodicals by 11%:

Thus, the appellate
function is realized through the response to the
claims. The author enters into open controversy,
defending a certain side of the conflict. The
affirmative function in the studied texts is realized
by 3%: Kummsn mpueac i nogepmaemocsi y 36uuHe
pycilo, a nepexcume NPUMYULYE KOHCHO20 (He MilbKu
e1ady) pooumu eucHosku...

Rhetorical questions that do not have in the context
of rhetorical statements-answers, can also perform an
affirmative pragmalinguistic function, because in the
form of questions often obscure certain statements.

In this way, the author
directs the readers' thoughts to only one «necessary»
answer, because through interrogative constructions
he creates the effect of hidden self-denial. The
journalist counts on subconscious reader support,
hopes for the commitment and unanimity of readers.

The expositional function of repetitions is
evidenced in 3% of sentence illustrations: /Ipome 0o
IXHb0O2O 20110CY Ul BUMO2 MAK HIXMO il He 00CIYXaA8CA.

Implementing
the therapeutic function, the author emphasizes the
erroneousness of the chosen political and social
development strategy, points out that it leads to
decline, that losses can be severe and irreparable if
you do not stop and take a different path. The journalist
expresses his own vision of the political situation,
determines the conditions of its development, offers
options for «treatment» of the psychological state of
society.

It should be noted that there is another
classification of repetition functions, which takes into
account primarily the peculiarities of the interaction
between the speaker and the recipient: 1) the function
of a completely clear statement; 2) the confirmation
request function, which signals a problem related to
a certain aspect of the interlocutor's conversation; 3)
the function of a positive answer, agreement with the
statement; 4) the function of the negative response,
which indicates disagreement with the statement
(Perrin, Deshaies, Paradis, 2003). However, this
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classification is less detailed, lacks clarity in the
interpretation of functions, and therefore is not
suitable, in our opinion, for the classification of
repetition in the media.

Consider in more detail the specifics of the
functioning of the epiphora. According to the
examined material, the epiphora is an important
means of semantic and structural organization of
expression, as well as a powerful emotional impact
on the recipient. Researchers identify a number
of functions performed by epiphoric repetitions,
including the actual representative, expressive,
reinforcing, evaluative, affirmative and declarative
(MenkymoBa, 2011, c. 70-181). R. Onishchuk,
I. Makar note that the epiphora «serves to create the
imagery of the work, its expression, emphasizes the
opinion of the author» (Onimyk, Makap, 2011, c. 53),
that is, it also performs accentuation and emotional-
image functions.

Recently, in the language of Ukrainian
newspapers, there has been a growing trend to use
epiphora in rhetorical questions to emotionally
influence readers, encourage them to reflect on the
issue, and encourage them to draw conclusions. Eg:

In the
given constructions the epiphora has a philosophical
subtext. The value of such repetition lies mainly in
the slow perception of the text, so such an epiphora
will not be effective in information publications.
Instead, it will be useful and interesting in analytical
publications, where the statement is based on a
problematic issue, often rhetorical, but the author
encourages the reader to participate in the discussion
of the problem and be not an outside observer but an
active subject of analyzed information. Usually, such
publications give the reader the opportunity to discuss
with the author, build their own logical chains and
draw the necessary conclusions. However, the reader
should not be considered an independent subject of
information analysis, as the journalist has a covert
influence on the course of the analysis, expressing his
own hypothesis, which is a fact that does not require
denial.

As L. Pryshlyak rightly notes, the epiphora
promotes «structural unity, bringing all the details
under the general content of the work, is the final link,
which by the nature of expression is transmitted by
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exclamatory sentences, has a condensed emotional-
expressive effecty (Ilpummsix, 2002, c. 140). Cf.:

In the language of the modern Ukrainian press,
the use of sentences with epiphoric repetitions has
intensified, which do not have a complete structural
match, because the components of repetition are
modified (different forms of the same word, cognate
words, synonymous equivalents, etc.), but have
identical meaning. Such repetitions perform mostly
a declarative pragmalinguistic function, e.g.: V nac

Occasionally a complete epiphoric repetition
performs a declarative function: / napewmi, 3axornom,
AKull npesudenm nionucas 13 aunws, mpusanicme
Kaoenyii eonosu cydy 30ibwunracs 00 mpbox
POKIB, WO 0AE MONCIUBICMb 20108aM CYOi8 4acie
Anykosuua, uepes axux aominicmpayis npe3udenma
YuHUIA MUCK, nepebysaia Ha nocadi uje 6 poKia...

As we can
see, the above epiphoric repetitions help to increase
the reader's attention to the problem raised in the text,
emphasizing it once again, and repetitions used in
various word forms also prevent speech redundancy.

Quite often journalists also use three-component
identical epiphoric repetitions, thus strengthening the
formation of public consciousness of readers. Such
repeated repetitions contribute to the realization of
the pragmatic goal of commenting and perform an
affirmative pragmalinguistic function, as they express
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the thoughts of the speaker, encourage the reader to
actively analyze information. Eg.: Mae 6io6ymucs
Xou MiHiManbHa pomayis noxonins 6i0 Maiidany 0o
Maiioany.

We observe a tendency to use the same lexical
epiphora at the end of parts of complex sentences
or simple sentences that form a supra-phrase unity.
Epiphoric repetitions in such contexts are a means of
structural organization of expression. Journalists also
emphasize the recurring component, which becomes
the core word of the above-phrase unity. Eg: Bowua

Epiphoric repetitions can be part of phraseological
units or contextual antonymous phrases, which
creates the effect of comparing events, impressions,
cf.: Hy a xoau npedcmaeiena poboma, 3auHA6UIl
CbOMYy nO3uuite, onunuiacsa y QiHani KOHKYpcy, 5
0y6 Ha cbomomy neoi (Ykpaina monona, 17.08.2016,
c. 11); 3a 20 mucsu pokie oumuna — 3a KilbKiCmio

mowjo — He HAOmo 3MiHUACA, cmeepooicye
Onexcandp Kouepea.

3a3nano kapounanvnux 3min (OcBiTa YKpainw,
28.08.2017, c. 10). In these contexts, a very original
way of using repetition is realized by the actual
representative function.

Epiphoric repetitions of predicate syntaxes
perform an evaluative pragmalinguistic function in
the language of Ukrainian newspapers today: Koiu
Hanucame 3adCUIO0 CBOIM OKPEMIWHIM HCUMMAM
i npo Hmvoco 3abynu. Ta uu 3abynu? Yuikarvua

the given sentences epiphoric repetitions emphasize
the value characteristics of a certain object.

Epiphoric repetitions with syntactic distribution
are also quite active. Cf.: Cnouamky mae 3nauenns

Bin nikonu ne
3MOXMCEe RUmMU Juwe no céamkax, nompoxy (Mos
cnoBink, 09.2020, c. 9). The epiphora with syntactic
distribution promotes the separation of the semantic
nuances of the core statements, the concentration of
the recipients' attention on them, and directing them
to the analysis of the covered events.

Occasionally in the language of Ukrainian
newspaper periodicals of the second decade of
the XXI century. we come across a combination
of epiphora with amplification, eg.: Hezsuuaiinuii
Qinom, y axomy 20106HI 2epoi zparome cami cede.
Hi, ne ezparoms, npocmo posznogioaroms npo ceoe...
Ilpu yvomy cami 3uimaroms, cami MOHMYIOMD...

Conclusions.

Thus, epiphoric repetition, or epiphora, is one of
the important means of semantic coherence of a text
in the language of the modern Ukrainian press. We
observe a tendency to use epiphoric repetitions with
syntactic distribution, which increases the reader's
attention to a particular problem. Epiphoric repetitions
in newspaper texts perform mostly declarative,
expressive and evaluative functions, through which
journalists influence the formation of opinions,
behavior of readers, adjust their inner worldview.

Repetition in the language of modern Ukrainian
newspapers differs in function from repetition in oral
or artistic speech. If the function of accentuating
repetitive units in other styles is the most common, then
in the newspaper and journalistic it is much inferior
to the reinforcing and concretization functions. Some
genres of newspaper texts (confession, memoir)
contain repetitions that perform a therapeutic
function that is not inherent in other styles of modern
Ukrainian literary language, except art. Newspaper
publications of informational nature with the help
of repetition express mostly declarative or actually
representative function, without showing special
stylistic abilities. Artistic, journalistic and analytical
genres are characterized by the implementation of
voluntary, appellation, accentuation, therapeutic
functions, because with the help of repetition more
clearly emphasize the will of the author, the heroes
of the publication or addressee, influence the reader,
arouse his emotions.
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
